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The news of fear of not finding the fertilizer than corona virus (https://daraundi.com/social/28174/) dragged

the attention of the CSOs and media of the Gorkha. After the shortage of period, the distribution of chemical
fertilizer started. The crowed of farmers to buy the fertilizer increase the possibility of corona spreading in the
local area that enhanced the fear of the locals. Thus, SOCH Nepal, Gorkha conducted virtual meeting with
civil society leaders and media on August 28, 2020. In the meeting civil society activist discussed about on
price hike, kala bazari and scarcity of fertilizer, to find the alternative way of curfew to ease the daily life,
monitoring of market, preventative measures of COVID 19 discussed in the meeting. In the program,
Sthaneshor Duwadi, the Coordinator of Nagarik Sajha Sawal, the President of FNJ Gorkha Kishor Jung
Thapa, Sitaram Shrestha, the President of NGO Federation Gorkha, Kamal Lamichane the President of Com-
munity Forest Federation of Gorkha and representatives of NGOs and media participated.

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Nagarik Sajha Sawal(HEAD Coalition) handed over memorandum to Tirtha Raj Bhattarai, the CDO of
Gorkha on August 31, 2020. They handed over eight point's memorandum on the following:

It is urgent to create conducive environment to collaborate of CSOs, media and private sectors to prevent
corona virus. The Collaboration of CSOs. Media and private sectors could pay effective role to control
the pandemic.

The issued curfew affected to daily life thus they requested to review the curfew and change the modality
of curfew to ease the daily life. The CSOs and media suggested making strict on boarders, to increase
corona virus PCR test, to analyze the report of contract tracing based that requested to open financial
sectors and market, to make easy the mobility of the people inside the district.

To improve the standard of quarantine centers, isolation centers and holding centers as per the standard of
WHO.

Shortage of goods, price hike, selling expired goods, not providing emergency service were often raised by
locals and media, CSOs and media requested to conduct regular monitoring to control shortage of
goods, price hike, selling expiry goods, regulate to provide emergency services.

Shortage of chemical fertilizer and kala bazari of fertilizer affected many farmers; they requested to ease
the supply of the chemical fertilizer and control of kalabazari.

To regulate transfer of staff of government and not government organizations and to make compulsory 15
days provision of quarantine to the staff who transferred to the district.

They requested to start development work immediately by using safety measures to combat corona virus
and to ease the effective management of the delivery service to start the developmental works.

The Tirtha Raj Bhattarai committed to fulfill the issues raised by the civil society of Gorkha. The impact of the
memorandum is seen in the Gorkha district, the administration ended the curfew and increase preventive
measures to make strict on the boarders(https://daraundi.com/social/28191/). The administration also fixed the
date of providing emergencies services (https://daraundi.com/social/28210/)
